+  6.5" PROPERTY ENTRANCE AGREEMENT  This Property Entrance Agreement (“Agreement”) is effective as of the last date signed (the  “Effective Date”), by and between ___________________________________, (“Owner”), the City of 

Sacramento (“City”)..               WHEREAS, Owner, and City seek to establish a mutually beneficial arrangement under which City can install its common carrier and other related facilities and Consolidated Communications Enterprise Services, Inc. (“Consolidated”) can deliver broadband services to Owner, Owner’s tenants, and/or occupants of Owner’s property.              NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and covenants contained herein and other valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:  1.  Owner grants permission to City, its contractors and authorized representatives or agents to enter the real property that Owner owns or controls at the following address: _________________________________________________________ (the “Premises”), to install, maintain, operate, repair and replace cable, wiring, equipment and other related facilities (the “Facilities”) used from time to time to provide telecommunications, video, data, Internet and related services (together the “Services”). Owner agrees that it will permit City, its employees and authorized representatives reasonable access to the Premises to perform the initial installations. Owner agrees that it will also permit Consolidated, its employees and authorized representatives reasonable access to the Premises to perform such work as may be required from time to time to deliver Service(s) to customers. Owner may establish terms and conditions governing all such activity to protect its property. Owner acknowledges that City will construct or install its infrastructure up to the exterior of the dwelling(s) on Owner’s property. Owner acknowledges that upon Owner or tenant’s request for service Consolidated will extend the services into the dwelling(s) and install any necessary electronics needed to provide the Services.  2.  Consolidated provides its telecommunications services under common carrier and other authorizations of the Federal Communications Commission (“FCC”) and/or the state regulatory commission or agency in the state where the services are provided, and its actions are subject to regulation by one or more of these entities. Consolidated will undertake its activities at no charge or other cost to Owner, consistent with all applicable standards of the FCC and any state or local laws, rules, orders and regulatory requirements, and Owner agrees to comply with all such standards, laws, rules, orders, and regulatory requirements as they may apply to a property owner with respect to City’s access to the Premises and installation of Facilities. City shall maintain ownership of Facilities it installs, Consolidated shall maintain ownership of Facilities it installs, and such Facilities shall not be deemed to be fixtures on the Premises.   3.     To the extent that Owner owns or controls conduit or other infrastructure that is necessary to use to cross the premisis and to access building(s) on the Site, Owner agrees to make it available  on a non-exclusive basis and on such reasonable and non-discriminatory terms and conditions as Owner may require to the City, its contractors, authorized representatives or agents. If Owner requires telecommunications providers to use designated locations, rooms, ductwork, risers, raceway and/or other facilities within any building, Owner agrees to make them available to City on the same terms and conditions as are applicable to all other providers, and City  agrees to utilize them on that basis. Owner also agrees to allow Consolidated to use one basic electrical connection where its equipment will reside on the Premises if such connection exists, and to bring electrical 



 
power as needed to operate the Facilities. All such items from Owner will be accepted “AS IS” and without representation or warranty of any kind. If City requires another means to access a customer, Owner agrees to work with City to seek a mutually acceptable alternative.   4.  City will work with Owner in City’s design, planning and placement of the Facilities on the Premises to assure they are deployed in a timely, safe and cost-effective manner. If Owner has maps or drawings of the physical layout of the Premises, it will make them available to City aor its contractors and/or telecommunication provider on request, and will provide reasonable assistance in the marking of areas and paths.  Prior to starting installation, City will provide Owner a copy of its plans and specifications (the “Plans”), and will do so even if using existing easements, right of way or conduit. No work shall commence until Owner has approved the Plans. Owner agrees to review them in a reasonable time and respond. If Owner does not respond by the proposed installation date, Owner’s approval will be deemed to have been given. If Owner requests changes, City will work with Owner to obtain final Plan approval. Construction will be performed with due care and in a manner consistent with generally accepted construction standards. City or its contractor will coordinate work with Owner or Owner’s property manager and follow any Owner rules and regulations. City or its contractor will keep Owner fully informed throughout the course of Facilities placement. If City needs access to area leased by a tenant, Owner will assist the City in obtaining access from the tenant. 5.  If there is an easement or right of way dedicated to utility use or tenant on the Premises already has access rights, conduit or other facilities in place on the Premises which can be used by City, Owner confirms that City may use all such paths and facilities. In other cases, City agrees to follow paths identified by Owner, and to perform work consistent with Owner’s requirements.   6.  If Owner requires Facilities to be moved, such as for remodeling, maintenance or new construction, it shall provide reasonable advance written notice to City  and City will cooperate with Owner to relocate the Facilities at ConsCity’s cost to a mutually acceptable location from which customers can continue to be served. Owner agrees not to move, modify, alter, splice, reroute, disconnect or reconnect City and/or Consolidated Facilities or allow any third party to do so. City and Consolidated Facilities shall not be used or made available to anyone other than City without the prior written consent of City and Consolidated. Owner will provide reasonable assistance to City and Consolidated on request in connection with issues of unauthorized theft or use of any Service on the Premises.   7.  City shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Owner from and against any liability, loss, damage or expense for death, injury or damage to property claimed by others to the extent that it is caused by Cityor any person acting on City’s behalf.  Any damage to the Premises caused by City or a person acting on City’s behalf will be repaired promptly and to the reasonable satisfaction of Owner. Neither Owner nor City  will be liable to the other for special, indirect or consequential damages. Owner is not to be responsible to anyone on the Premises in connection with any activity or service provided by City.   8.  This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and unless earlier terminated as provided herein will extend for the period telecommunication services are authorized by state or local law or franchise to provide the relevant Services in the jurisdiction where the Premises are located and has one or more customers at the Premises.  9.  In the event either party defaults in the performance of any material term of this Agreement, the non-defaulting party shall give the defaulting party written notice specifying the nature of such default. The defaulting party shall have thirty (30) days (or such additional time as may be 



 
granted by the non-defaulting party) to cure the default. In the event the defaulting party fails to cure its default within such period, the non-defaulting party may terminate this Agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice, subject to the provisions of the following section, without further liability of either party.  10.  At the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement, City shall conduct no additional activities on the Premises other than those necessary to remove its Facilities. City shall then remove its corresponding Facilities and repair any damage it has caused, reasonable wear and tear excepted, but shall, to the extent permitted by applicable law, be permitted to leave any conduit installed to point(s)-of-entry at any building(s) on the Premises to minimize interruption to the Owner should future access be needed for customer requests following expiration or termination. Any such conduit installed by City will remain City’s personal property.  Any such conduit installed by Consolidated will remain Consolidated’s personal property. Wiring may be removed, transferred or rendered inoperable under procedures established by applicable law and regulation, or as City, Consolidated and Owner agree.  11.  All legal notices to Ownerand Cityshall be sent to the contact address set forth at the end of this Agreement to the attention of the signatories below. Notices from one party to the other shall be in writing and given by personal delivery, or by certified mail, return receipt requested, or by nationally recognized overnight courier service. Notice will be deemed received on the date on which it is personally delivered, or on the date reflected on the delivery confirmation or return receipt, as appropriate.  12.  This Agreement is the entire agreement of the parties for the installation, maintenance, operation, repair or replacement of Facilities, and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous understandings, promises and representations related thereto. This Agreement may not be amended except by a written instrument executed by both parties. No waiver of any breach or performance under this Agreement shall be deemed a general waiver or a waiver of any future action or inaction. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be an original, and both of which together shall be deemed to constitute one agreement. If the parties have a separate nondisclosure agreement, it will remain in place until it expires or is terminated.  13.  This Agreement shall apply to the parties and to their successors and assigns. A party may assign this Agreement to an entity that it controls, that controls it, or that is under common control, or in connection with a merger, consolidation or sale of all or substantially all of its stock or assets. An assigning party shall give written notice of such fact to the other party.   14.  This Agreement shall be governed by Federal telecommunications law and the laws of the state in which the Premises are located, without regard to its conflicts of law provisions.
